        “I will always place the mission first, 
                 I will never accept defeat, 
                         I will never quit, 
                                  I will never leave a fallen comrade!” 
 
        This is what the Army calls “The Warrior Ethos.” It is the core of a bigger 
statement called the Warrior’s Creed. I learned when I was at Chaplain– Officer 
Basic Course in Ft. Jackson for 6 weeks that the Warrior Ethos is a baseline or 
starting point of all U.S. Soldiers. It is taught in all Soldiers so that they have a 
common outlook. 
        We too have a baseline as Christians. It is called the “Great Commission” by 
some or the “apostolic mandate” by others. In Matthew 28:18, “Jesus came and 
spoke to them (the apostles) saying, ‘All authority has been given to me in heaven 
and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe 
all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always even to the 
end of the age.’ Amen.”  

        Jesus lays out very clearly and plainly what the church is to be and do. Our mission is simple. We are to go. We’re not to sit on our 
rumps and make our own personal lives as comfortable and pleasurable as possible, rather we’re to reach out to the entire world.  
        And what are we to reach out to the entire world to do? Two things, we are to baptize and we are to teach.  
Baptism should be Trinitarian: “In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.” And we’re to teach everything that Jesus 
says, “I have commanded you.”  
        Now, the question is how are we doing ? Are we Lutherans and especially the Missouri Synod Lutherans of Redeemer Lutheran 
Church living up to  Christ Jesus’ commission?  I believe we are.  
        For we are striving to faithfully administer Holy Baptism as Christ has given us to administer it. At Redeemer’s baptismal font, the 
pastors stand in the stead and by the command of Jesus they baptize in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.  
        And we teach that Baptism does what Jesus says it does. We do not superimpose our own or human ideas upon Baptism. We simply 
teach what Christ Jesus has given us to teach regarding it. That “He who believes and it baptized shall be saved.” (Mark 16:16). We teach 
with Jesus that, “unless one is born again of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.” (John 3:5).  
        Are we also teaching everything that Jesus says, “I have commanded you.”? I believe we are striving to do this. I say striving because 
fallen men and women only realize obedience to God in this life imperfectly. But I believe as a parish we are committed to being as faithful 
as possible to Jesus’ call for our parish.  
        I believe this for several reasons. First, we strive to celebrate the Lord’s Supper often. Next to Baptism the greatest command Jesus 
gave to his disciples was to have Holy Communion. Many times Lutherans mistakenly think that frequent communion is “too Catholic.” As 
if tasting and seeing the forgiveness of your sins is a bad thing. But it is simply not so.  
        Frequent  communion is a great aid and encouragement. And frequent communion is very Christian in the purest and earliest sense. 
Every time the earliest Christians gathered together it was to hear God’s word and receive the Lord’s Supper. It has only been over time that 
this practice has fallen away.  
        Furthermore, we seek to faithfully teach and preach at every opportunity. That’s why Redeemer is a teaching parish. We have many 
venues to learn God’s word and grow in your faith. Are we always faithfully “teaching them all things I have commanded you...” no, but 
that’s our baseline or main goal.  
        Finally, as a parish, our efforts are not merely focused within. We give monies to support the ministry of Churches and missionaries 
all over the world. And we are also busy reaching out to the region and community around us.  We do this so that more people will come to 
know Christ Jesus and receive the grace He has for them in Holy Baptism, Holy Communion and His Holy Word.
